
 

Colony Creek Village Com-

munity Association is a deed 

restricted community. Deed 

restrictions are necessary to 

facilitate steady home prices 

and a uniform community 

appearance.   Representatives 

inspect the community at least 

two times per month and re-

view complaints from 

neighbors regarding any vio-

lation.  If a violation is no-

ticed, a violation letter is 

mailed out to the homeowner 

and if the home is a rental 

property, then to the renter as 

well.   Violation letters do not 

mean that you are a bad 

homeowner.  The purpose of 

the first letter is merely to 

bring the attention of the 

homeowner to a possible vio-

lation. 

 The Board of Direc-

tors is committed to the en-

forcement of deed restrictions 

in a fair and equitable man-

ner.  Please take all necessary 

actions to correct your viola-

tions timely prior to further 

action as required by the As-

sociation.  Keep in mind that 

just because an infraction had 

not been enforced in the past 

does not give an Owner the 

right to violate that restriction. 

Nor is the lack of previous 

enforcement meant as ap-

proval from the Association.    

The Association must enforce 

ALL  deed restrictions in a 

uniform manner . Associa-

tion cannot pick and choose 

which deed restrictions to 

enforce and not to enforce. 

 This means, you may 

receive a violation letter for 

something you perceive to be 

a very small matter while you 

notice your neighbor with a 

larger infraction.  Regardless 

of the degree of the violation, 

both will receive a letter if 

you are not in compliance 

with the deed restrictions. 

Further action can become 

costly to the violating party 

(including attorney fees). It is 

simpler and cheaper to  

promptly correct the issue.

Identity TheftðMore than Credit Cards

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Identity Theft. . . . 10 years ago few 

people had heard of it and even 

fewer knew anyone who had been a 

victim. 

Times have changed.  

 

There were 10 million victims of 

identity theft in 2008 in the United 

States (Javelin Strategy and Re-

search, 2009).  

 

One in every 10  U.S. consumers 

has already been victimized by 

identity theft (Javelin Strategy and 

Research, 2009).  

 

Of these 10 million, it took almost 

3 months for half of them to dis-

cover their identity had been stolen.  

For 18% of the victims, their iden-

tity had been stolen for four or 

more years before they were made  

aware of the crime.   

The fastest growing form of identity 
theft in America is Medical Identity 
theft. Medical identity thieves can 
leave you with thousands of dollars 
of medical treatment while altering 
your medical records in a way that 
could jeopardize your life.   
 
Until recently, little attention was 
paid to the growing threat medical 
identity theft presents to our health 
and security.   
 
While there is a significant segment 
of the consumer protection industry 
that has been developed to assist in 
protecting customer records such as 
credit reports, credit card transac-
tion records, bank and investment 
account data, there are no specific 
services available to monitor and 
safeguard your medical records.

When people are not aware 

their medical identities have 

been stolen, insurance compa-

nies may simply continue to 

pay the fraudulent claims with-

out the vic-

timôs knowl-

edge.  

 

The person 

might learn of 

the fraud only 

when trying 

to make a 

legitimate 

claim and the 

insurance 

company informs them they 

have reached their lifetime cap 

on benefits. 

 

HIPPA privacy rules can actu-

ally work against you in a case 

of identity theft. Once your 

medical information is inter-

mingled with someone elseôs, 

you may have trouble access-

ing your files. Privacy laws 

dictate that the thiefôs medical 

information now contained in 

your records must be kept 

confidential, 

too.  

 

Each of us 

must individu-

ally take steps 

to protect our 

medical infor-

mation.  Just 

as it is advis-

able to per-

sonally moni-

tor your finan-

cial records, you should regu-

larly monitor your medical 

records and account informa-

tion with particular attention 

to invoices and insurance 

claims (both paper and 

online) in order to avoid be-

coming one of the growing 

numbers of medical identity 

theft victims.

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If owners choose to ignore a deed restriction violation letter and do not 

correct the violation, then they will continue to receive letters. If the viola-

tion is deemed potentially hazardous or time sensitive, (example: failure to 

mow your yard), you may receive subsequent letters fairly close together.  

If there is no response to those letters, and if the issue is not rectified by 

the owner, the association has the legal right to seek compliance through 

the Civil Court system. All costs related to legal enforcement are to be 

paid by the property owner. (That means you!) 

 

Some of the most common violations being noticed in the community at 

this time involve an abundance of weeds that seem to be growing in yards.  

This is related to the hard freezes we had during the winter and can be 

easily treated by applying weed and feed fertilizer or a common broadleaf 

weed killer, taking steps to follow all manufacturersô directions when ap-

plying. 

 

Finally, many homes are in need of a fresh coat of paint and siding repair.  

This may also involve removing mold and mildew from brick and siding 

by pressure washing if needed.  We will be reminding homeowners of the 

need to paint in the coming weeks as the weather gets nicer.  Please re-

member that prior approval must be received from the Architectural Con-

trol Committee before painting begins.  The Architectural Approval Sub-

mission form can be found on the community website.  If you have any 

questions, please contact Todd Miller at 713-466-1204 or by email at tmil-

ler@beaconrm.com and thank you for making Colony Creek Village a 

wonderful place to live!

On January 12, the Klein ISD 

Board of Trustees ap-

proved a recommendation 

from superintendent Dr. 

Jim Cain to make changes 

in the 2008 Bond Plan. In 

January, 2009, the board 

voted to delay six major 

bond projects because of 

the impact of the economic 

recession on district enroll-

ment and finances.   

 

The board approved the 

renovation of Klein High 

School with students on 

site and the postponement 

of construction of high 

school #5 on Spring Cy-

press Road adjacent to Ul-

rich Intermediate School.  

Additionally, the board 

approved the construction 

of two elementary schools 

to open in the fall of 2011, 

an intermediate school to 

open in the fall of 2016, 

and the early childhood/pre

-kindergarten center which 

is to open no earlier than 

2012. A change in district 

demographic and/or finan-

cial data could potentially 

impact these timelines.   

 

During 2010, the district 

will begin making plans for 

the renovation of Klein 

High School. The renova-

tions should begin in the 

2010/2011 time frame with 

a projected completion date

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2010 Census to Begin  

  

WARNING: 2010 Census Cautions from the Better Business Bureau  

Be Cautious About Giving Info to Census Workers by Susan Johnson  
  
 

With the U.S. Census process beginning, the Better Business Bureau  (BBB) advises people to be cooperative, 
but cautious, so as not to become a victim of fraud or identity theft. The first phase of the 2010 U.S. Census is 
under way as workers have begun verifying the addresses of households across the country. Eventually, more 
than 140,000 U.S. Census workers will count every person in the United States and will gather information about 
every person living at each address including name, age, gender, race, and other relevant data.  

  
The big question is - how do you tell the difference between a U.S. Census worker and a con artist? BBB offers 
the following advice:  

 
** If a U.S. Census worker knocks on your door, they will have a badge, a handheld device, a Census Bureau 
canvas bag, and a confidentiality notice. Ask to see their identification and their badge before answering their 
questions.   However, you should never invite anyone you don't know into your home.  

  
** Census workers are currently only knocking on doors to verify address information.   
 
Do not give your Social Security number, credit card or banking information to 
anyone, even if they claim they need it for the U.S. Census.  
 

REMEMBER, NO MATTER WHAT THEY ASK, YOU REALLY ONLY NEED TO TELL 
THEM HOW MANY PEOPLE LIVE AT YOUR   ADDRESS. 
  
While the Census Bureau might ask for basic financial information, such as a sal-
ary range, YOU DON'T HAVE TO ANSWER ANYTHING AT ALL ABOUT YOUR FI-
NANCIAL SITUATION.   The Census Bureau will not ask for Social Security, bank 
account, or credit card numbers, nor will employees solicit donations.   Any one 
asking for that information is NOT with the Census Bureau.  

  
AND REMEMBER,  
THE CENSUS BUREAU HAS DECIDED NOT TO WORK WITH ACORN ON GATHER-

ING THIS INFORMATION.   No Acorn worker should approach you saying he/she is 
with the Census Bureau.  

Eventually, Census workers may contact you by telephone, mail, or in person at home. However,  

the Census Bureau will not contact you by Email, so be on the lookout for Email scams impersonating the Cen-
sus.  
 

Never click on a link or open any attachments in an Email that   are supposedly from the U.S. Census Bureau.
